The Prophet (s.a.w.a.) said:

“Nothing is more severe/difficult for a mayyit than the first night of burial.  Therefore, have mercy on your dead by giving charity (sadaqa).”

(Sadaqa should not just be kept aside but should be given to the poor the same night.)

A. Salaatul Wahshah
There are two methods of praying this Salaat depending upon when the body is buried after death.

· Body is buried shortly after death (on the same day of his death)

· Burial is delayed for a day or several days after death.
Ist Scenario: Body is buried shortly after death (on the same day of his death)
This Salaat is to be prayed first night after burial by ONLY ONE person - by the wali (heir) of the deceased, or by someone who has been asked by the wali to do it or by someone the wali hired to do it (with payment of hadya (gift).
The method for this Salaat is as follows:

In the first rak’ah, recite Ayatal Kursi once after Sura Al-Hamd

(it is more prudent to recite it till: “Hum fihakhalidun” [i.e., 2:255-7]).


In the second rak’at, recite ten times Sura al-Qadr after Sura al-Hamd.
After Salam, recite the following supplication:
Allahummasalli 'ala Muhammadinwa Ali Muhammad wab'aththawabahailaqabri ......(here the name of the deceased and his/her should be mentioned).
Convey the thawab of these two rak’ah of prayer to the grave of “so and so” (mention the name of the deceased and his/her father).
However, this Salaat may be offered by other mu’mineen/mu’minat, if they so wish, for the deceased BUT with the niyyah of raja’ai matlubiyyah. (This term is applied to an act performed in anticipation or in the hope that it might be a desirable act to do and which carries a reward). It is performed to seek the Divine pleasure.  In short, it means that it is not a confirmed sunnah).

It will be more beneficial for the deceased to do both of the above acts but Sadaqa takes precedence over Salaat.
Additional Rulings about this Salaat:
· The duration of praying this Salaat is from Maghrib to Fajr.  The recommendation is that it should be prayed after Isha; it cannot be prayed before Maghrib.

· If a person is buried in a place where it is night and in a place where you live is day,  this Salaat should be prayed according to the place of the deceased - it means you can pray during the day at your place if it is night of the place where the deceased was buried.

· This Salaat can be prayed for a Muslim who is not a Shia Ithna-Asheri but not for a Nasabi (that is, an enemy of Ahlul-bayt a.s.)

· This Salaat is not prescribed for a non-baligh child but it can be prayed with the niyyah of raja’al matlubiyyah.

· This Salaat can also be prayed for a person who is not buried - for example, a person who dies in a plane-crash or drowns in the sea and his body cannot be found but with the niyyah of raja’ al matlubiyyah.
