2nd Scenario: Burial is delayed for a day or several days after death
The delay may occur for several reasons – for example, cause of death has to be determined before the authorities release the body, or the body is transported from a country where the death occurred to another country where the burial is to take place.

Salaatul Wahshah should FIRST be offered on the first night of death (that is, before burial). However, the method of this Salaat is different from Salautul Wahshah described under 
1st Scenario.

The method for this Salaat is as follows:

In the first rak’ah, recite Sura at-Tawhid twice after Sura al-Hamd.

In the second rak’ah, recite Sura at-Takathur (#102) 10 times after Sura al-Hamd.
Salaatu’l Wahshah should then be REPEATED on the first night after burial BUT with the same method described under 1st Scenario and should be offered by ONLY ONE person as described under 1st Scenario.
However, this Salaat MAY be offered by other mu’mineen/mu’minat (other than the wali or his designee), if they so wish, for the deceased BUT with the niyyah of raja’ai matlubiyyah.
A. Salaatu’l Hadya-e-Mayyit
This Salaat is done for sending its reward as a gift to a deceased person.  It is preferable/better for all mu’mineen/mu’minat (other than the wali or his designee) to offer Salaatul Hadya-e-Mayyit (instead of Salaatu’l Wahshah [of the first night after the burial]) since it is recited with the niyyah of sunnat (that is, it is a mustahab Salaat).
This Salaat, though, can be prayed at any time, as many times, and for as many deceased people as one wishes (unlike Salaatu‘l Wahshah which can be done only for one deceased person at a time).
It can be prayed like the Subh prayer; only the niyyah (intention) will change. However, it is better to pray this Salaat following the method taught by Imam Ja‘far as-Sãdiq (a.s.) as follows:
In the first rak‘ah, recite Surah al-Hamd and then Surah al-Qadr once.

In the second rak‘ah, recite Surah al-Hamd and then Surah al-Kawthar once.
After Salaam, recite the following supplication:
Allahummasalli 'ala Muhammadin wa Ali Muhammad wab'ath thawabaha ila qabri ......(here the name of the deceased and his/her father should be mentioned).
Convery the thawab of these two rak’ah of prayer to the grave of “so and so” (mention the name of the deceased and his/her father).

وَاللهُ العَالِمُ وَلَهُ الحَمْدُ.
